George Reex, alina Coliins, Coruslius Donoghue,
and Jobn Turner were charged, there bsing four
distinct counts in the indictment, with stealing a
hat, the property of George Bull, and a coat
belonging to Albert Lewis, also with assaulting
the same persons on May 6th of this year
at  Cardiff, Mr Abel ‘Thomas appesred
for the prosecution, and Mr 3 5
Jackson for the defendants. Prosecutors allezed
that as they weve passing the Philhamonia
Musc-hail on the night in questica—a Sunday
night—they were set upon without provoeation by
a gang of men, among whom were the prisoners,
who, after assaulting them, made off with the
articles of wearing apparel enumerated in the
charge,—The jury found the prisoners Ruilty of
robbery. Rees admitted a previous convictiogn
for felony as Cardiff in 1885, ‘The court sentenced
